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WHEREAS, Coach Brandon Wiest earned the American Volleyball Coaches
Association’s Mid-Atlantic Region Coach of the Year;

WHEREAS, the Hoppers reached the Independent School League AA Division
Championship match, a feat the school had never before achieved;

WHEREAS, the Hoppers reached the DC State Athletic Association Championship
match, a feat the school had never before achieved;

WHEREAS, the Hoppers received the American Volleyball Coaches Association’s 2021
Team Academic Award;

WHEREAS, the Hoppers had five players selected to the DC State Athletic Association
All-State team, three players selected to the ISL AA Division All-League team, and two players
selected to the Washington Post All-Met team.

WHEREAS, Georgetown Day School faced St. John’s College High School, the seven-
time defending state champions, on November 11, 2021 in the DC State Athletic Association AA
State Semifinals, and despite falling behind 1-0 after the first set, came back to upset the Cadets
3-1 on the back of an enormous defensive effort; and

WHEREAS, by the end of the season, with 20 wins, the Hoppers earned the distinction of
the team with the most wins in the school’s history.
